October	is	elevator	safety	month.	Every	year	10,000	people	are	injured	and	27	people	are	killed	in	
elevator	related	accidents.	Some	steps	you	can	take	to	prevent	elevator	related	accidents	are	to	never	
attempt	to	leave	a	stalled	elevator,	don’t	use	your	hand	or	arm	to	prevent	the	elevator	doors	from	
closing,	and	ensure	the	elevator	has	come	to	a	complete	stop	before	entering.

Faculty	Alliance	chair	Lisa	Hoferkamp	referenced	a	GER	update	document	and	offered	to	answer	any	
questions.	Jeff	asked	where	someone	could	find	information	about	Alaska	Native	themed	GERs.	Maria	
responded,	saying	that	each	respective	university	will	develop	this	information	for	their	MAU.	Duane	
asked	if	each	University	will	develop	their	own	Alaska	Native	GERs.	Maria	responded,	saying	that	
universities	have	a	suite	of	Alaska	Native	Studies	courses	already	available.	Instead	of	creating	new	
courses,	GER	alignment	efforts	sought	to	leverage	already	existing	courses	that	would	meet	system	wide	
standards.
